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Born in Shrewsbury in 1976 I am the eldest of twin boys. Being the son of a doctor 

and a nurse, I always felt in safe hands right from the start. My artistic flare may well 

have been passed down from my mother's side. She was one of a family of ten 

children. Music and art was a central part of growing up in Dublin. My grandfather 

was from five generations of tailors and trained in Saville Row to become a bespoke 

tailor. He had three shops in Ireland, one of which was in historical Kilmainham, 

Dublin. On my father’s side, my grandfather was an industrial designer and skilled 

draughtsman. Thus the fabric of the artist was woven! 

I can remember drawing from an early age, and was first introduced to oil painting at 

Stonyhurst College, Lancashire. I revelled in the fact that I could make my indelible 

mark on my own canvas, just like the great painters before me. Hundreds of hours 

were spent in the ‘Art Room’, where I learnt many of the techniques I use today. I 

was given a great freedom in my art classes and achieved grade A's in GCSE and 

A-level Art & Design. Moving to Birmingham, I successfully completed a BTEC 

National Diploma in Art & Design at Bourneville Art College. 

In the time waiting for the paint to dry, I found that music and song writing was 

another creative output for me. I formed a guitar band and spent a few years 

performing all over the UK and Ireland. Music is still an abiding passion of mine. 

However I found myself continually drawn back to the canvas, and in 2002 I threw 

myself into my art and dedicated all my time into developing my own unique style 

that I hope will eventually lead me to stand out from the current leading artists of the 

world. After successfully exhibiting and selling my work in some carefully chosen 

galleries around the country, I later had the opportunity to show five new pieces at 

the Autumn Fair in Birmingham 2004. This was my opportunity to get a first hand 

reaction from art collectors, galleries and many of the larger publishing houses. I was 

overwhelmed with such a great response to my work and this was a huge boost to my 

confidence.

I’ve focused on the torso of the female model and tried to 

expose the relationship between fabric and skin. The soft red 

tones merge all over the canvas, which bleed from the fabric as 

if the viewer is looking through a red filtered lens.  

I’ve used direction lighting from the right, which flows over the 

curvature of the female form and helps to enhance the folds 

within the fabric. 

The model pose suggests an air of confidence but at the same 

time could she be bound or restrained? If this is true, then this 

evokes is a sense of vulnerability and could also be a moment of 

intimacy. The painting has been cropped with two bands of 

block colour at the top and bottom. This reinforces the 

suggestion of constraint. 
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Dressing Up 
Image size 30� x 40� 

I wanted to represent more of an action 

sequence in this painting and a sense of 

movement as time passes. There is a clear 

sense of her dressing up from the left to right. 

Each stage has been separated on the canvas by 

three definite boundaries of block colour. The 

figures are slightly overlapped to keep a sense 

of belonging and unity. This also helps to add 

depth and dimension to the painting as she 

leaps out from the canvas.  

Keeping the action in three stages creates a 

classic sequence. There is a definite start, 

middle and end. Being that she is turned away 

from the viewer, there is a sense of voyeurism 

and perhaps this is a stolen glance, as she gets 

dressed up for an evening out.
